Review Summary
1. Future active and middle stem is formed by adding s to the present verb stem.

2. Future Passive is built on a different stem entirely from the Future Middle.  Therefore, it should never be confused with Future Middle.
3. Three uses of future tense: predictive, imperative and deliberative.
